FROM THE NURSING DEPARTMENT:

As we enter the summer months of the year, the nursing department wanted to send out some key points to remember for students who are fed enterally (who have gastrostomy or jejunostomy tubes).
1) To clean the tube site and the opening in the skin, you need soap and water.  Wash gently around the tube to remove any drainage and/or crusting.  Dry the area completely.  This should be done daily.

2) Do not use ointments around the tube site unless your doctor has directed you to.

3) Flushing the tube with 3-10 ml of water before and after tube feedings and medications, or at least every 8 hours, should be done to help keep the tube from becoming clogged.  The doctor may order more water than this for hydration.

4) It is important to know the type and size tube your child has.  A backup tube of the correct size and type should be given to the school’s nursing department so that we can replace it if for any reason it comes out during school hours.
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5) The tube needs to be replaced every three months.  If it is left in longer than this, it can lead to infection.  Call your doctor if you have questions about this.
