NURSING:

The nursing department is in the midst of required annual updates to forms and paperwork that we must have in order to care for your child during school hours.  Renewal forms are being sent to parents as current orders expire.  If over the summer you received order forms that require a physician’s signature, this means that the orders we currently have are expiring. The deadline for these forms to be returned to the nursing department is September 7, 2010.  If we do not receive the required paperwork for your child by September 7, 2010, he/she will not be able to receive medications, treatments, or enteral tube feedings in school after this date. 

If the orders for your child that are on file with the nursing department expire during the course of the upcoming school year, you will receive renewal forms in time for you to get them completed before expiration occurs.  A deadline will be provided when the forms are sent home.  If you do not return them in time, after the deadline has passed your child will not receive the accordant medications, tube feedings, or treatments. According to state law, Nursing cannot legally administer these to students without current orders. It is your responsibility as parent or guardian to obtain these completed forms from your physician. NO EXCEPTIONS WILL BE MADE. Please call (410) 314-5000 ext. 117 if you have any questions.
